We fully support the response of tenants in Gospel Oak who have condemned the Council’s attempt to make capital investment in the area conditional on privatisation and loss of council tenancy.

Before the general election tenants were repeatedly promised by Councillors that, under a Labour Government, Local Authorities would be able to get the money needed for housing investment. No one voted in May 1997 for more privatisation. People expected more commitment to public services – not less.

The proposal to pull down council flats and replace them with a non-council development is an attempt to reintroduce the privatisation principle at the heart of New Opportunities that the Council was forced to withdraw earlier this year.

We demand that Camden Council consult tenants about the kind of work and investment that is needed on the basis of a clear commitment that all existing or new development remains part of council housing. 

Furthermore we insist that Councillors, as our elected representatives, make a joint approach with Tenants Associations to the Government to argue for an increased level of subsidy for council housing and ‘rights to borrow’ to finance the capital programmes which are needed using the cheaper rates of interest available to Local Authorities.
