DCH, the House of Commons Council Housing group of MPs and the unions Amicus, GMB, T&G, UCATT and UNISON are organising a lobby of Parliament to support the call for the ‘Fourth Option’.
	

	The Methodist Central Hall Westminster has been booked for a Mass Rally. The platform will include a broad range of speakers including senior MPs across the back benches, tenants, trade union general secretaries and leading councillors.
