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The overwhelming 77% No vote by Camden tenants against an ALMO reflects a strong commitment to council housing and deep opposition to this government’s attempts to privatise public services. We want to guarantee a long term future for decent, affordable, secure and accountable council housing for all who need it.

Tenants are clear that ALMO is a two-stage strategy to privatise council housing. They rejected the bribe of new kitchens and bathrooms and dismissed the arguments that separating housing strategy from day to day management would bring any benefits or that having tenants on a board of directors would give tenants any real power.  The ability to hold your landlord accountable via the ballot box combined with maintaining a strong and independent tenants’ movement is the best strategy for defending the principle of council housing and tenants’ wider interests.

Tenants have not voted to ‘stay as you are’ but for direct investment with no strings attached. The government has itself formally recognised that Camden’s housing department is a ‘good performer’. The £283 million on offer to an ALMO belongs to council housing – it comes from tenants’ rents and capital receipts from the sale of council homes. 

We now call on the government to respect ‘tenants choice’ and concede that Camden council can directly access the £283 million that was offered if an ALMO was set up to fund the improvements tenants need. We demand a 4th option – direct investment in council housing with no strings attached.
