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	What's next for Campaign - National Meeting 10 July 



	

	Government consultation on proposed reform of Council housing finance continues, although reform proposals are being reconsidered and major cuts in housing budgets threatened, with housing minister Grant Shapps saying money for council housing has ‘run out’. DCH will keep up the pressure on government to end the robbery of council tenants’ rents, stop subsidising privatisation and ring fence all rents and receipts belonging to council housing. 

A national DCH meeting on 10 July 12 noon in Sheffield(venue to be confirmed) will discuss how we defend council housing in this situation. Book your travel now - tenants, trade unions, councillors, MPs and campaigners need to keep up our broad united campaign and active pressure against cuts and attacks on secure tenancies for present and future council tenants. 

Consultation on financial reform proposals launched before the election runs until 6th July. Make sure your councils consults tenants and trade unions and responds demanding funding to meet need. See the DCH guide to Questions to Ask on Self Financing 

What You Can Do 

Debate the latest Government Reform proposals - make sure your council fully consults and debates these with tenants. Use the Questions to Ask on Self Financing to help tenants, trade unions, councillors and MPs respond to the consultation by 6 July. 

Get your union, tenants group, councillors and MPs to pledge support for our Manifesto for Council housing

Is your council pushing stock transfer, PFI, sell offs or demolition of council homes for financial reasons? Make sure tenants hear the case against privatisation and the latest progress towards the alternative of direct investment. Contact tenant reps, trade unions, councillors and MPs and DCH to help.
