	The government’s proposals to reduce lifetime tenancies to only two years are not the answer to the housing crisis. They would just create a revolving door where for every person in need given a home, someone else is thrown to the wolves of the private market. 

It didn’t work in the NHS, trying to shorten waiting lists by kicking people out as soon as they’ve had an operation, and it won’t work in council housing. 

Ministers must re-think this madness now, and start an emergency programme of building new council homes - the only way to meet housing need and create sustainable communities.
